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According to Census 2011 information the location code or village code of Parsulidih village is 

444608. Parsulidih village is located in Abhanpur tehsil of Raipur district in Chhattisgarh, India. 

It is situated 13km away from sub-district headquarter Abhanpur (tehsildar office) and 30km away 

from district headquarter Raipur. As per 2009 stats, Parsulidih village is also a gram panchayat. 

The total geographical area of the village is 181.48 hectares. Parsulidih has a total population of 

1,137 peoples, out of which male population is 577 while female population is 560. Literacy rate 

of Parsulidih village is 66.58% out of which 74.52% males and 58.39% females are literate. There 

are about 247 houses in Parsulidih village. Pincode of Parsulidih village locality is 493661. 

Abhanpur is the nearest town to Parsulidih for all major economic activities, which is 

approximately 13km away.

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Agriculture is the main profession of this village. Still this village is waiting for Industrial 

development. Education, drinking water, Road and Electricity are the main concern of this village. 

Young generation is more attracted towards mobile, Laptop and computer technology these days. 

If banks and finance institutions proved loan and other financial support to the villagers, this village 

will see the real development. Medical and health services have to be improved. 

There are 220 scheduled castes persons of which 116 are females and 104 are males. Females 

constitute 52.73% and males constitute 47.27% of the scheduled castes population. Scheduled 

castes constitute 19.35% of the total population. Population density of Parsulidih is 626.52 persons 

per square kilometre. 

As per the Census 2011, the literacy rate of Parsulidih is 76.5%. Thus, Parsulidih village has a 

higher literacy rate compared to 64.7% of Raipur district. The male literacy rate is 87.4% and the 

female literacy rate is 65.66% in Parsulidih village.
